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Google Earth Push Pin instructions:

1. First, have students create a folder in their Places section.  They can give a description for the folder like “WW1 Battlefields”.

2. Now, have students find places to add to the tour.  While I was about to write all of the instructions, I usually look for someone’s instructions that have already been created.  See what I mean? http://earth.google.com/support/bin/static.py?page=guide.cs&guide=22364&topic=22367&answer=148142
You can right click on these places and copy and paste them into the folder your student has created.
